FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
Q:  How much does it cost?

A:  $35.00 for CADS members, $45.00 for non-members..
Q.  Will the program be matching me up with a volunteer?

A.  No.  Season Volunteers are NOT obligated to support any skiers.  You are responsible for organizing your volunteer(s).

Q.  I’m a volunteer and have not been asked to ski with anyone.  Can I still come?

A.  Absolutely.  Everyone is welcome. This trip is to thank you for your help all season.
Q.  I have a sibling/friend/parent who would like to come.  Can I invite them.

A.  Yes.  They will have to join CADS (part of their cost is to pay for registration) and sign a waiver.  The membership and waiver is available from the program coordinator.
Q.  I am not sure if I can come.  What is the deadline to let you know?

A.  It is first-come, first-served.  NO REGISTRATIONS ARE ACCEPTED AFTER    THE DUE DATE – March 1st, 2016.  Payments must be made by March 1st, 2016.
Q.  What if the ski conditions are no good.  Will you cancel?

A.  If it appears that the conditions have deteriorated to a point where it will not be worthwhile, we’ll cancel and advise you a few days ahead of time.  Please provide a tel. number and/or e-mail.

Q.  Where do we leave from and when?

A.  We’ll have a bus leaving from the OC Transpo Park ‘n Ride at Eagleson Rd (Kanata), in the west end at 6:30 a.m. and one departing from the St. Laurent Shopping Centre, East-Side Mario’s at 7:00 a.m..  The Park ‘n Ride bus will pick up passengers at the St. Laurent location as well.  We’ll leave at 7:00 a.m. promptly and return around 6:00 p.m.

Q.  Will CADS be paying for all my meals?

A.  No, CADS will provide light refreshments on the way to and the way back of St. Avila.  Lunch is your responsibility.
Q.  How do I rent equipment  

A.  If you provide us with the necessary information in advance, you can get a special rate of $30.00.  The rental shop is located in the Mont Avila lodge.
